The Kalamazoo-St. Joseph Workforce Development Board is announcing the release of Request for Proposals (RFPs) for the following program that will be provided in both Kalamazoo and St. Joseph Counties.

RFP 2009-03 (Employment Services) (Wagner-Peyser, Section 107(a))
Approximately $370,500 (Wagner-Peyser) is being made available for the provision of employment services to the public. In addition to employment services activities, additional funding is made available for the operation of the Michigan Works Service Centers (i.e., “One-Stop service Centers”) and for the provision of WIA Core Services to Adults and Dislocated Workers. Illustrations of employment services being requested include:

· Assist job seekers and employer to register resumes and job orders, and perform employment searches on the Internet-based Michigan Talent Bank (MTB) and Michigan Job Bank (MJB).

· Provide and coordinate job search workshops, assessment and testing, employment counseling for veterans, persons with disabilities, and other groups.
